Each year, assessment results are analyzed, evaluated and reported in the Annual Report to COAPRT.
Assessment results and the annual report analysis are discussed in faculty committee meetings to improve
learning outcomes and to make decisions regarding curriculum and areas that affect student learning (e.g.,
classroom space, equipment, budget, and schedule). Additionally, data from annual reports are a key part
of the discovery and assessment phases of the strategic planning process. Each semester, individual
faculty members examine learning outcomes data along with other course information to evaluate the
course and determine whether any changes are needed for the next time the class is taught. Also, all
faculty discuss their findings as a collective group, and then decide if changes need to made (i.e. use more
assignments as a measure; review and modify current assignments). This new plan or cycle will help us
make the necessary adaptations to our current strategic plan and to make more informative curricular and
program changes.
